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Tzedek helps an Indian community
organisation transform the future
for 120 young people in Bihar, with
a second wave of grants set to reach
440 more young people

In 2008, the Bureau for Rural Education and
Development (BREAD), a small community
organisation in the city of Patna in north east
India, applied to Tzedek to fund a vocational
training project for those that had dropped
out of school. Their aim was simple: to recruit
youths, train them in marketable skills and
then assist them with finding employment or
starting their own businesses.

Over the past two years Tzedek has worked
in partnership with BREAD to achieve these
aims. Through a phased approach of training
120 youths in small groups over the course of
the programme, BREAD was able to regularly
review its progress and make improvements to
ensure the maximum impact and opportunities
for the beneficiaries could be realised. This
included following up with graduates and
actively engaging with the potential employers.

Like all projects, things did not always go
according to plan. Working in a community
is difficult, as is reaching out to potential
beneficiaries, and there were sometimes
difficulties in maintaining commitments. Other
challenges crept up in the form of inflation for
teaching salaries and the inequality of income
growth between male and female youths.
Where these challenges appeared, BREAD was
always willing to respond effectively to help
overcome these obstacles if possible.

Thanks to BREAD’s professional management
and commitment, more than 120 graduates
have completed their training in skills ranging
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BREAD teaches beneficiaries how to repair
diesel engines. This skill is in high demand in

the area to support crop irrigation technology.

from motor winding to embroidery, and most
have increased their income by at least 30% as a
result of the project.

One beneficiary is Munna Kumar, a 17-year-
old from Nijampur who received training in
diesel pump repairing, a skill needed in the area
to support local irrigation systems. Although
Munna never completed secondary school or
had a permanent job before, he was welcomed
into the training centre and has since taken up
employment in a high-profile shop where he
earns more than £2 per day; a five-fold increase
over what he was able to earn before he
received training.

Earlier in 2010, a group of Tzedek volunteers
and staff visited BREAD with a local consultant
to see how their project was progressing and
found that they were a “highly dedicated
and professional organisation... with good
connections with the local community”.

Based on the experience Tzedek has had with
BREAD, the executive board approved funding
for a second phase of the project that will scale
up the programme to reach 440 more youths
in the area. Taking account of the experience of
the first project, there is now greater emphasis
on the female training programme and post-
training support network.

Jewish Assemblies in Mainstream Schools (JAMS)
Tzedek volunteers have been running educational sessions in schools
across London in recent months, including llford County High School,
Haberdashers School for Girls and Bancroft High School. On October 16,
it was World Food Day, which aims to raise the level of understanding
and awareness of food issues facing individuals every day. Through
assemblies and “lunch and learns”, volunteers fuelled debates and
educated students through their sessions about the reasons that
people across the world go hungry. Questions were discussed such as
whether there is enough food for everyone; what are the effects of war,
drought and the economic climate on the availability of food; and our
responsibility as Jews and global citizens. All the sessions ended with a
brainstorm of what we in the UK can do to make a difference. Many of
the students agreed to buy more fair trade products, write to their MPs
about global food issues, and to think about where their food comes
from and why it matters.
